The risk of coronavirus being transmitted within the salon via staff to staff, client to staff or vice versa. Also, the risk of the virus being brought into the salon or out of the salon via the animals’ coat/fur if cleaning procedures are not adhered to affecting the community and our clients.  


	Hand washing facilities in bathroom and kitchen with antibacterial soap. Hands to be dried using roll and disposed of in a bin. 

Hand sanitiser stationed in prominent places around the salon. Staff will also be provided with hand sanitiser in each grooming area, so it is always easily accessible. 

Posters will be put up around the salon reminding staff of the importance of hand washing and hand sanitising. 
	Inform staff of the new expectations in an induction back into work after the coronavirus lockdown including copies of updated policies.

Disciplinary procedures for any employees not following the guidelines. 

Isolate and send home any staff presenting symptoms of coronavirus and immediate deep clean the salon. Alert Jayne Watson as soon as possible.

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	Face Masks should always be worn by all staff. These facemasks are reusable. The mask should be washed or put in the UV steriliser every evening after being worn in the salon. 

Wipeable Aprons must be warn by all staff and wiped down between clients and at the end of the day

Gloves are provided for bathing and dealing with clients these must be used at all times.  Gloves should be sprayed down with disinfectant between clients

Posters will be put up around the salon reminding staff of the importance of wearing a mask, gloves and aprons. 
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	There will be an allocated travelling area which dogs will be able to walk within leading from reception to the bathing area. This area should be disinfected after any ‘dirty’ dog walks on it using the mop provided. 

Once bathed, dogs will be classed as clean, as the shampoo we use should remove any remnants of the virus from the coat. However, precaution should be taken to ensure dogs do not meet or cross contaminate between each other. 


	
	
	
	

	
	
	Cleaning and general procedures have been updated and staff should familiarise themselves with the new policies and expectations including, but not limited to: 

· Frequently cleaning and disinfecting in between clients entering and exiting salons

· Dogs taken straight to the bath on entrance, area cleaned after and bath disinfected and rinsed once dog is bathed

· Both assistant and groomer areas disinfected between each client

· Every day disinfecting regularly touched objects like handles, draws etc

· Cleaning phone, keyboard, computer

· Disinfect any equipment being used

· No more than one person in reception at a time

· Split appointment times for drop off and collection to avoid multiple people

· Review of staff timetable
